OMISSION AS MANIPULATIVE ELEMENT IN DIFFERENT TYPES OF
DISCOURSE

Manipulation is often hidden and aimed to hold people down. It is a special kind of

influence when the manipulator induces the person for the actions which he doesn't intend to
do. In a course of manipulation, the person doesn't feel an external compulsion, it seems to
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him that he makes the decision, chooses the form of the behaviour himself. Manipulation
consists of the skilful and imperceptible distribution of facts juggling, lie and slander,
omission or half-truth information, facts which are hidden or false interpreted.

Present-day mass media discourse is characterized by a set of manipulative features
which are done with the help of various lexical means such as alliteration, rhyme, rhythm,
neologisms, deictic units, euphemisms, dysphemisms, barbarisms, offensive or ridiculous
periphrases, epithets undermining the person’s reputation or value of the event; as well as
syntactical ones such as nominalization, modality, ellipsis, inversion to name but a few.

Although manipulation in different types of discourse is typically done through tangible
words or images, it can also occur via the absence of such means, among which is omission.
Possible synonymic terms are Half-Truth, Silenced Truth, Deletion, Misrepresentation,
Reticence, Intended or Propagandistic Silence. In spite of the fact that these terms are
synonymic, they still differ from each other. An omission is leaving certain things completely
out of a text or speech. Deletion is an intentional action not to mention something about
somebody. Omissions and deletions are mighty tools. If the reporter does not mention
something, it often does not even enter the reader's mind and thus is not subjected to scrutiny.
The deletion of agents is a common form of manipulation at the sentence level. Agent
deletion occurs most often through nominalization and the use of passive voice. Omission as a
manipulative element is used not necessarily in mass media discourse, it is a mighty tool
in Politics, Advertising, Jurisdiction.

Let’s consider the cases from the sphere of jurisdiction. The legal service of India, for
instance, considers Half-Truth as a statement not wholly true or is a small section of the whole
truth or has a misguiding element with an intent to deceive or misrepresent the truth. In other
words, it is a statement that is literally true but misleads by omitting some material fact. In the
case of Half-truths, one is liable for fraud when one by his own will discloses certain
information and stop halfway and does not convey the entire information. In this instance,
responsibility is formed to unravel the completely true facts in totality. Mere Silence as Fraud
explores cases where silence on part of a party becomes deceptive to the plaintiff due to the
fraudulency of the defendant. Silence in certain cases may be deceptive or have the same
effect and impact as the speech itself which conveys a crystal-clear message [2].

The next example demonstrates the libel by omission or creating a false impression with
true statements. In the summer of 2008, a West Virginia woman called a local television
station to report that her four-year-old son had been sexually abused at a local daycare centre.
A two-minute story aired that evening: “Some serious allegations of abuse and neglect have
the state keeping a closer eye on a Barboursville daycare,” an anchor said. The reporter
continued: “A mother says she has taken her children out of Kim’s Kids child care in
Barboursville because she says her young son was sexually abused. ... A woman says this
daycare abused her trust and her child.”

However, the story does not mention that the alleged abuse happened between two four-
year-old boys. One boy stuck his finger in the other boy’s rectum and grabbed his genitalia.
The failure to include that detail is a possible example of “libel by omission,” which occurs
when a reporter somehow omits facts that would tend to negate an implied defamatory
meaning. The daycare principal sued the television station in court. A reasonable jury found
that statement defamatory. The case represents so-called “libel by omission claims”. “In the
context of a report about a daycare centre involving the supervision of young children, the
term ‘sexual abuse’ is especially alarming and could reasonably lead a rational jury to
conclude that the term used in that context indicated that an adult at the daycare sexually
abused a child,” the court said [3].
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Thus, omission of information used in any discourse has a huge impact on public
opinion formation which is why it is of importance to be a prepared and knowledgeable
reader.
