RESOURCES OF PSYCHOLOGICAL ADAPTATION OF STUDENTS TO
THE CONDITIONS OF WAR
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Introduction. The article is devoted to the resources of psychological adaptation of students to the
conditions of war. It was determined that the psychological state and mental health during the war are
extremely important. War leads to constant tension, emotional changes, massive human suffering, and a
decrease in the level of psychological well-being. The purpose of this article is to study the peculiarities of the
resources of psychological adaptation of students to the conditions of war: It has been established that the
resources of adaptation ave largely related to the personal and social identities of a person, especially this is
manifested in the conditions of war, or in the context of the curvently popular concept of «military everyday
lif»". It has been proven that an important research goal is to study the factors (i.e., social support, satisfaction
of needs, coping and adaptation strategies) that predict intra-individual changes in social identities that occur
over time. Another goal worth pursuing is to determine the implications of such changes. We hypothesized that
an increased sense of identification with a new social group (for example, a student group for first-year
students or a military group for volunteers or civilians, one way or another involved in the events of military
everyday life) should predict an increase in psychological well-being. It vas established that adaptive coping
strategies, in particular behavioral, emotional and cognitive, are most pronounced in the studied students.
Emotional and behavioral maladaptive coping are the least characteristic of the studied subjects, on the other
hand, cognitive maladaptive coping is expressed quite strongly at the expense of the studied students of 3-4
years. Based on developmental principles, it has been shovwwn that personality tends to become more complex
over time as different social identities are integrated into the self-concept. When identities are integrated into
the self-concept, they can coexist within the selfwithout clashing or conflicting with one another. Accordingly;
identity integration should predict a state of improved psychological adjustment and psychological vell-being.

Purpose Studying the peculiarities of the resources of psychological adaptation of students to the
conditions of war. The tasks of the article are to determine the connection of adaptation with identity,
psyvchological well-being and coping in the conditions of military everyday life.

Methods We used the PCL-5 PTSD symptom questionnaire. We used E. Heim's method of coping
strategies to diagnose the level of social adaptation of students.

Originality We have established that the most pronounced symptoms of intrusions and symptoms of
excessive reactivity in the subjects. Adaptive coping strategies, in particular behavioral, emotional and
cognitive, are most pronounced in the studied students. Adaptive cognitive and emotional coping are most
pronounced in students of the 2nd-3vd years, vhile behavioral coping - in the students of the 4th years. That s,
at an older age, coping is mainly aimed at active activities with the aim of eliminating or reducing danger.
First-year students are characterized by pronounced adaptive emotional coping, on the other hand, they have
the least developed cognitive (rational analysis of an extreme situation, search for logical possibilities to
overcome it). We assume that in the future the personality will become complex becauise different social roles
will be performed, vwhich will be integrated into the self-concept. Identity integration should invelve a state of
improved psychological adjustinent and psychological well-being.

Conclusion Prospects for firther vesearch arve the study of gender aspects of the resources of students'
personality adaptation in the conditions of var and subsequent post-wvar recovery.
