The process of improving of learning process and mastering of foreign languages is closely
connected with work of memory. Researchers of memory proved that this cognitive process is considered
to be one of the leading components of abilities. That’s why development of foreign-language and
mnemonic abilities turns out to be interconnected.

Under the term “mnemonic abilities” should be understood individual differences in accuracy,
speed and strength of memorization. The process of memory development is considered as the process of
formation of functional system of mnemonic abilities that correlates with the highest levels of memory in
its meaning and includes functional, operational and regulative mechanisms. The total sum of human’s
ontogenetic qualities of different levels is conditioned as developing and makes the basis of functional
mechanisms of mnemonic abilities. In this way, memory may be considered as mnemonic ability and
system-forming factor of cognitive abilities’ structure. And so, studying of individual mnemonic abilities
as the basis of other abilities becomes grounded.

Under foreign language abilities we understand such individual psychological and psycho
physiological abilities that characterize high tempo and level of mastering the language under definite
conditions and methods, that is, to master main skills and abilities. Foreign language abilities are
classified according to position of: 1) manifestation of abilities in different language aspects and language
skills, processes of reception and production; 2) differentiation of peculiarities of mental processes —
perception, memory, thinking which are considered basic in the structure of abilities according to the
process of mastering the language; 3) detecting of individual psychological, character and personality
abilities of humans to the successive mastering of foreign language.

Many researchers recognize the significant role of memory in realization of foreign language
abilities that provides the effectiveness of foreign language activity.
