6. As you get more practised at mind maps, you may like to include thin or
thick lines, colour, shading, little diagrams, sharpness or fuzziness (on an OHP),
two and three-dimensional drawing and other visual fun [83, c. 32].

This can be either a representation of his/her life in general or of a particular
aspect of it, such as career, language learning experience, life in this country or
class, etc.

v one listens and reflects back what they have heard;

The whole class helps the student at the board. The teacher checks whether
they are pronouncing the terms correctly.

2. The students are paired and then asked to sit as far away as possible from
their partners.

3. Each student decides what part of the punctuation system his or her
partner could be. They should then write a letter to their partner in role as the
chosen symbol,

e.g. Dear ! ... Dear Comma...

4. When each person has finished their text they exchange letters with their
partner and reply in writing. In their reply they write in role (the role chosen by
the partner) but they write to their partner as he is, not in the role they chose for
him.

5. The students form groups of six to discuss the experience and to share
letters, if they feel comfortable doing so.

(The teacher may want to take part in this exercise as a participant or may
prefer to move round the room offering help and support.)

Variation

If the students would prefer to go beyond the system of punctuation, they
brainstorm other systems at stage [ above, e.g. the chemical elements and
compounds, mathematical symbols (+, %, etc.), astrological signs, historical
periods (Bronze Age, Renaissance, Tokugawa Period), etc ... The possibilities are
endless. ,
