The purpose of the article is to define innovation as a driver of the digital transformation of the world
economy with an emphasis on the forms of manifestation of techno-globalism, which made it possible to
characterize the impact of technology on the development of digitalized international markets for goods
andservices. The article traces the evolution of approaches to the definition of the digital economy, which
made it possible to establish the absence of a unified approach to its identification and to recognize that
the conceptual apparatus that describes the processes of digital transformation of the economy is in its
infancy. The differences between the concepts of "digitized economy” and "digital economy” are analyzed,
which made it possible to avoid conflicts in the perception of the designated phenomenon and to determine
the place of the digitaleconomy in the digitized economy. Itis noted that digital transformation is seen not
only as aresult of theinteraction between digital technologies, digital business model and digital innovation,
but also depends on the structure and market position of the company, its digital readiness and the nature
ofexternal cooperation to promote digital transformation. The types and characteristics of products of the
digitaleconomy and digital goods are characterized, types of digital trade are highlighted. Itis noted that
differentviews on the identification of the presence of "digital technologies” in the work of firms raise the
question of whether they are components of the basic business models of firms or, in particular, are an
integral part of digital business models. The characteristic features of digital technologies and digital
innovations are presented, which made it possible to identify the processes of digital innovations as the
driving forces ofdigital transformation and determine the drivers for the development of digital innovations
themselves. It has been established that the stages of digital transformation in the economy dependon the
concentration of digital technologies and innovations in business processes.

The article notes that: (1) the expansion of the scope of digital technologies acts as a driver of digital
transformation andleads to the formation of digital platforms as a newtype of company; (2) the condition
for digital innovations carried out by "platform”™ companies is the efficient use of data; (3) the growing
importance of economies of scale, network effects, managerial and technical skills, and advantages in the
field of specific intangible assets leads to an increase in the dominant position in the market ofsome players,
which exacerbates the problem of technoglobalism; (4) the international competitive environment is
changing in sectors mostaffected by digitalization, which predetermines the emergence of new business
models; (5) digital business models affect internationaltrade, as they are accompanied by the emergence
of newforms ofvalue creation and newsupply chains; (6) digital transformation consistently drives growth
and productivity; (7) advanced technologies and related business models and organizational practices
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should be disseminated more effectively in order to avoid the negative manifestations of technoglobalism;
(8) the development of digital infrastructure will provide the technical basis for the digitaltransformation of
the economy; (9) digitization, digitalization and digital transformation are related processes, but differ
significantly in their forms of manifestation; (10) digital technologies are a key condition for digital
transformation as aresult of the economic and social consequences of digitization and digitalization, and
significantly affect the international trade in goods and services; (11) the digitalization of trade can not only
revive the international market for goods and services, but also create threats to competition due to the
strengthening of the positions of big high-tech companies; (12) the concept of the digital ecosystem is
dynamic andranges from the collection of digitally enabled entities to the inclusion of infrastructure and
rules for the use of digitaltechnologies; (13) the conceptof "digital ecosystem" is broader than the concept
of "digital platform”, as it combines several markets with different types of participants at the same time.
"Digital transformation” goes beyond the concept of "digital”, because it involves constant changes and
change management. "Digitaltransformation” is characterized by the introduction ofinnovative, operational
and flexible business models based on the Iatest technologies, digital processes and digital business
analytics. Since the manifestations of digital transformation vary depending on the positions of companies,
there is no unified definition applicable to all. However, in general, digital transformation is seen as the
integration of digital technologies into all areas of business, leading to fundamental changes in how
companies operate and how they deliver value to customers. In addition, digital transformation is a kind of
civilizational change that requires organizations to constantly change the status quo and revise the
perception of the concepts of "sustainability” and "risk".
