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The information space is an integral part of any social phenomenon.
Unfortunately, war, initiated by the Russian Federation, is no exception. The
information-psychological operation from the aggressor country aims to
"justify" the attempt to destroy the Ukrainian people and the sovereignty of
our country. It is on the information front that the main battles for the minds
of not only the current but also future generations take place.

Information-psychological operations have a significant impact on both
the civilian population and the military, and can lead to unforeseen
consequences. Today, there is a pressing need to study the essence of the
concept and elements of countering information-psychological operations in
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the conditions of war in Ukraine and the struggle to preserve its
independence.

This topic has been explored by many scholars in various fields of
scientific knowledge, such as psychology, jurisprudence, and public
administration, among others. It is worth mentioning the works of authors
such as M. Pohoretsky, N. Zrazhevsky, V. Horbulin, V. Aleshenko, U.
I[Inytska, and others.

The 1impact of information-psychological operations on the
consciousness of individuals and citizens, in our opinion, cannot be analyzed
and revealed separately from the essence of the concept of psychological
security. We agree with the opinion of A. Umanets emphasizes that the
concept of psychological security is complex and multifaceted, and in its most
general sense, it can be defined as the state of protecting an individual's
psyche from the destructive influence of negative information [1, p. 107]. In
other words, a person and the state of their psyche depend on the type of
informational influence they experience. Investments in information
technologies, research on psychological tactics of influence, and methods of
delivering specific information in modern warfare are equally effective
influencing factors as modern weapons. Therefore, there are at least two
approaches to defining the concept of information-psychological operations.

The first approach encompasses the phenomenon in a broad sense and
interprets information-psychological operations as the deliberate use of
technologies and methods of disseminating information to influence human
consciousness [2, pp. 230-231].

The second approach interprets information-psychological operations in
a narrower sense and defines it as an influencing tool used during active
combat operations to demoralize the enemy [2, pp. 230-231].

The impact on the psychological state of soldiers and civilians during
war can significantly demoralize one side while providing advantages and
motivation for the destruction of the enemy for the other.

Some scholars point out that the main objective of information-
psychological influences is the manipulation of mass consciousness, aiming
to introduce certain ideas and perspectives into both public and individual
consciousness; disorientation and disinformation of the population;
weakening established beliefs that form the foundations of society; instilling
fear, and so on [3, p. 15].

An illustrative example of the use of information-psychological
operations can be seen in the war in Iraq, where seemingly fanatical Islamic
populations suffered defeat in a matter of days, their leader Saddam Hussein
was captured, and later executed.

The aggressor country attempts to wuse certain Information-
Psychological Operations (IPSO) against Ukraine, but modern national
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science 1s also constantly evolving, allowing for effective resistance not only
on the battlefield but also in the information-psychological domain.

In order to achieve their goals, the aggressor employs a wide range of
channels for information-psychological influence. These channels include
mass media, computer programs and the Internet, spreading rumors,
dissemination and use of propaganda leaflets, spreading propaganda through
works of art, and more [1, p. 108].

Considering the above, it is important to emphasize the methods and
measures to counteract these information-psychological influences. Some
scholars indicate that countering negative information-psychological
influence can be realized through at least two approaches, namely:

. Providing a counter-operation in response to the psychological-
informational aggression of the enemy.
. Developing and utilizing strategies for the development of the

country's security policy [1, p. 108].

Therefore, in our opinion, in order to effectively neutralize the negative
impact of the information-psychological pressure from the aggressor,
comprehensive measures need to be implemented, including:

. Conducting ongoing informational and explanatory work with
the population through the use of mass media, the Internet, radio, television,
etc.

. Continuously informing society about the activities of military
units, operations carried out, and successes on the front lines.

. Neutralizing hostile channels that disseminate false information
and manipulate the population through disinformation.

. Organizing various events aimed at uniting society around a
national idea.

Implementing counter information-psychological operations on the
information front is an equally effective measure of countering the aggressor
as conducting counter-offensive operations on the actual battlefield. The
effectiveness of these operations ensures not only the information hygiene of
society but also the personal security of every citizen of Ukraine. Timely
identification and examination of the instruments of information-
psychological operations are crucial for future victory.
