THE EXPERIENCE OF A LONG LASTING COOPERATION BETWEEN MARIUPOL
STATE UNIVERSITY AND FRISBY’S SCHOOL OF ENGLISH (GREAT BRITAIN)

Mariupol State University cooperates with many educational establishments from different countries in the world.
Alongside with the others it organizes studying tours to Frisby’s School of English (Great Britain). It helps our
students to improve their English skills and develop their outlook.
