THOUGHTS ON UKRAINE BY AN AMERICAN

The thesis outlines a perception of Ukraine by lan Ramsey Harris from Baltimore (USA)
who has been on a volunteer mission in Ukraine for two years. The thesis analyzes the
differences and things in common in worldview, customs and tradition between American and
Ukrainian nations.

Imagine you wake up one morning and go into the bathroom. You reach to turn on the
light but you can’t seem to find a switch anywhere. You feel around on the wall and struggle to
see through the darkness. Eventually you come to the conclusion that there is no lightswitch and
you resign yourself to using the bathroom in the darkness, only to discover later that the switch
was outside of the bathroom the whole time.

This is what it is like living in a different country with a different way of life. It isn’t the
big differences that I notice, it is the small, everyday things that are different. Different
electrical outlets, having to hang clothes out to dry instead of using a drying machine, or taking
the bus or “marshrutka” instead of driving yourself. I love to travel. Maybe it’s because my
parents took me on a 10 hour flight to Moscow when I was nine months old or when we drove
to all the way to Canada when I was three, but travelling is something that has always been a
part of my life.

My family loves to take road trips all around the US and my mother and I are trying to
visit all fifty states [1]. I have been to 47 states, and I still need to visit Alaska, Hawaii, and
Rhode Island. I have also travelled on 50 hours on a train from Moscow to Novosibirsk. My
favorite thing about travelling is meeting new people. It fascinates me to see how people live
their lives in different parts of the world. I enjoy making new friendships and examining and
learning about what makes us different as well as what makes us similar. It is always an
adventure to try new food or to try and cook some of my traditional foods for someone else. I
have learned to love salla and I will eat “kholodets” on occasion. For the past year and a half, I
have had the opportunity to live in Ukraine.

I have lived in places like Poltava, Zaporizhia, Nikolaev, and now Mariupol. I am a
volunteer for my church and I have given two years of my life to live here help the people of
Ukraine. I help members of my church, I teach free english to anyone who is interested, and I
try to meet new people everyday.

Having lived here for 18 months, I have learned a lot about the culture, language and
traditions of Ukraine. I have given presentations in Universities, I have spent hundreds of hours
travelling here and I have talked to a lot of people. These are my observations: Tradition plays a
large role in every culture. Tradition dictates which holidays people of any given country
choose to celebrate and why, how to greet others on the street, and the stories parents tell their
children in order to teach them morals or standards. Ukraine is a country steeped in tradition.
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
