The present article deals with the general issues of implementation of innovative technologies
in educational process, the peculiarities of use of MOODLE system in the process of teaching of
foreign languages is described. The experience of MSU in the use of distance learning techniques is
taken under consideration.

Key words: innovative technologies, distance learning, Modular Object-Oriented Dynamic
Learning Environment, distance course.

Due to implementation of innovative technologies in the system of higher education in
Ukraine, the scope of distance learning is extending, which refers to the individualized process of
transferring of knowledge, abilities, skills and ways of human cognitive activities that takes place in
mediated interaction among remote participants in the specialized environment that is created on the
basis of modern psycho-pedagogical and communication technologies [1]. We consider it to be
appropriate to use distance learning courses to support self-extracurricular work on foreign
language and, in particular, in the implementation process of foreign language training of students
of technical specialties [2]. Distance course (DC) we consider to be an information product, based
on Internet technologies that provides a presentation of teaching content, organization of interaction
of participants of educational process, support management and monitoring of independent
educational activities of students. The problem of choosing the suitable virtual learning
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environments (platforms) for the development of DC becomes more relevant. The virtual learning
environment contains a set of specific functionality, teachers can organize educational, research, and
creative activities of students through an independent extra curriculum work.

Mariupol State University uses MOODLE platform for developing DC. MOODLE (Modular
Object-Oriented Dynamic Learning Environment) is a system of distance learning, which is
software to create DC. The system is distributed for free as an open source system. To use it we
need to comply with copyright, but with certain freedoms. Moodle has a simple, compatible with
different browsers interface. It should also be noted that the importance of the work on the creation
of Moodle is particularly relevant in the context of Ukraine's integration into the European
community and Bologna process, which gives us grounds to draw a conclusion about the prospects
of the chosen topic and to consider the creation of a learning system Moodle to be a definite step to
the implementation of tasks on reforming of education in Ukraine.

Independence in learning, responsibility for their own learning activities, the ability to
organize their time and distribute the load are the main characteristics of training in modern
educational institutions of the world [3, p. 96].

It is not a secret that students often are irresponsible to the results of their training activities,
abusing cheating during written tests, use the prompts and so on. But in terms of use of e-learning
systems such an attitude becomes impossible due to the conduct of e-tests and e-examinations that
provide independent execution of all tasks for a limited period of time [4, p. 77].

The use of MOODLE system for studying of foreign languages by students in MSU is a
productive and effective innovation that improves the quality of the educational process.
Information resources of this type are not exhaustive and require further exploration both by a
teacher and students.

Thus, we should mention that the combination of the electronic environment with daily
educational process has the following positive consequences: it simplifies the process of informing
students about certain changes, additions, adjustments of academic disciplines; it increases
opportunity for active involvement and use of methodological base; it accelerates feedback; it is
possible to coordinate, plan and adjust the activities of students effectively.
