We are going to deal with the collection of essays by a well-known Italian author Umberto Eco. The
title of the collection is «Turning Back the Clock: Hot Wars and Media Populismy. Here one can find essay
on different topics: international politics, wars, terrorism, 1T, education, culture, progress and regress.

Several articles of this collection are dedicated to the dialogue of cultures and problems of science and
High Education. The point is rather topical in modern society. In the article «Some of her best friend» Eco
tells us how his colleagues we invited for the scientific conference to Spain in the early 1960s and their
refusal because of Spanish dictatorship. Actually no one liked the policy of the Spanish state. But Spanish
friends explained that their arrival would make an opportunity for free talks, because foreigners were not
legally spelled out and thus the borders of dissidence in Spain would expand. «And since theny, U. Eco says,
«we went to Spain every time we were asked to, and | remember that the Institute of Italian Culture headed
by Ferdinando Caruso turned into a real oasis of free discussion and conversation» [1, p. 324].

In the article «The Roots of Europe» the problem that was widely discussed by the European press
whether «lIt is really necessary to mention the phrase about the «Christian roots» of our continent in all the
European constitution should be» [1 p. 269]. The supporters of this formula refer to the condition that Europe
was formed as a bulwark of the Christian culture because it’s impossible to imagine Europe without churches
and Christian kings, without theology of scholastics and without numerous canonical saints. Those, who
against, refer to the fact that modern democracies are based on secular official principles. It is necessary to
foresee what Europe will be in the nearest future, when it will inevitably turn into a multiethnic community.
This is not a religious war, but an objective necessity to make a decision by defining the general scheme of
the European community based on its past or future. If we talk about the past, then ... «all the cultures take
roots for both distant and close cultures, but the most important is that how these roots are implanted. It is
rather useful, says U. Eco, the European Charter would recognize the Greco-Roman and Judeo-Christian
roots in modern culture» [1, p. 271].

The national culture problem, including the dialogue of cultures, is marked by globalism, which means
fundamental changes (e. g, if hundred years ago the monarchy was common and the republican state
structure were a kind of exception, now the monarchy is an exception). The same fundamental changes are
expected within the national cultures. If earlier nationality and national culture were developed from the
point of conflict and confrontation with each other, the modern world has pinpointed the problem of any
national culture survival in general, because in the globalized world the identity of nation or character,
national mentality is all blurred, vanished and minimized. The question of the protection of national cultures
has already been arisen.

We may conclude, the key role in developing of national cultures in a modern society belongs to the
educational system (both schools and universities), because it is up to the educational establishments to form
the fundamental principles of young people that will help them to preserve their national culture and at the
same time become avant-garde carriers of the world culture.

What are the principles? First of all, it is love for the Motherland, native language, history, traditions.
As for the language we should stress it is the soul of any nation, but history is a heart and the ignorance of
language and history leads to the destruction of any nation. At the same time respectful and tolerant
treatment of the other nations, cultures, religions can easily broaden anybody’s horizons and allow people to
realize the uniqueness of their culture as well as learning and appreciation of foreign languages and cultures.

Together, these principles might ensure the formation and development of a harmonious, creative and
artistic personality that can enrich the national culture, besides having full and easy live.
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Summing up it should be noted that the problem of the dialogue of the cultures is not only very
topical, but that also requires advance consideration and search for overall and new ways for solving it. U.
Eco precisely belongs to those contemporary intellectuals who in their journalistic, scientific and literary
works tried to cover this problem comprehensively.
