ACTIVIZATION OF THE COMPETITIVE POTENTIAL OF THE UKRAINIAN ECONOMY, TAKING INTO

In the article the question of strengthening competitive positions of the states in a context of post-crisis interaction of
Ukraine with the countries of the world in the conditions of globalisation is considered.
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TRANSNATIONAL HIGHER EDUCATION AS MANIFESTATION
OF INTERNATIONALIZATION IN THE FIELD OF EDUCATION

The approaches towards transnational higher education essence determination as the feature of educational arca
internationalization are considered in the article, preconditions and reasons for its existence are found out. Positive
consequences of higher education transnationalization and obstacles that restrain its development are defined.

Development of transnational higher education as an active and effective international
cooperation aimed at mutual enrichment in the academic field and educational experience exchange
is already an important constituent of educational policy of the most developed and some developing
countries. Different countries’ researchers explain transnational education development by the trend
of educational area internationalization, i.e. process, within the frameworks of which aims, functions
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and organization of educational services provision acquire the international character [1-4].
Transnational (cross-border, international) education is considered as all types of the higher
education programs, courses of studies or educational services, including the distance education,
during realization of which students are in the country, different from that, where higher educational
institution awarding qualification is located. The programs can belong to the educational system of a
foreign country or be carried out regardless of national educational system [1]. Transnational
education is directed, above all, on the search of optimum terms of person educational needs
satisfaction in the conditions of different spheres of life globalization and internationalization in the
modern world. In the world educational area the transnational higher education interpretation as
“education which is obtained in a foreign university by a student, living in native country” is widely
used. A student does not cross national borders, moving to study in another country, and the
educational programs penetrate through national borders and become transnational [2].

In the simplest understanding and realization of transnational education it can be
considered as involving higher educational institutions into international activity, mainly, by way
of common research projects, exchange programs for students and instructors, special programs
for foreign studies. At higher level transnational higher education should be considered as a
process of regular integration of international component in educational, scientific and social
activity of higher educational institutions.

The advantages of higher education internationalization are the increase in higher education
availability, knowledge universalization, international standards of quality development and increase in
higher education innovational character, international cooperation expansion and strengthening. The
more higher educational institution is integrated in the transnational education processes, the more it
gets competitive advantages in the world market of educational services. Transnational education
significantly extends possibilities of a person towards access to the studies and professional training. Its
appearance in country’s educational area results in the increase in the competition level among
traditional higher educational institutions that has a positive effect on educational sphere in general. A
country which exports educational services and which higher educational institutions are highly
competitive in the world market gets the additional sources of export profits and this fact also serves as
the important stimulus for transnational education development.

One of the preconditions of transnational higher education development is an increase in the
amount of potential students and desire to extend access to higher education, which is restrained by
the limited possibilities of educational services provision by national educational institutions. Such
expansion can be provided by way of foreign help, regardless of either persons study abroad, or
use services of transnational educational institutions in the native country. Transnational activity of
higher educational institutions is considered also as a means of reduction of studying abroad
persons’ amount, and as a term of greater national independence achievement, as it was in
Singapore [3]. Being the direct consequence of internationalization, transnational education is
closely related to the use of new information technologies. It means passing to the stage of
educational services markets globalization that is accompanied by all features of fight for markets.
Education becomes transnational also due to the use by higher educational institutions from
developed countries of various facilities of own education programs promotion abroad in a
traditional form, mainly by creation of representative offices, branches or campus.

The principal reasons which explain the high rates of transnational education development
are the following: strengthening of relations between countries through the formation of political
and business elite (there are academic, cultural, social and political aspects of education
internationalization in basis of this reason); attraction of foreign students in the context of skilled
employees migration; getting profit from the export of educational services; inappropriate demand
on high-quality education which can’t be provided by domestic educational institutions [4]. On the
way of transnational higher education there are barriers, which complicate adaptation of existing
and development of own internationalization strategies, for instance, existence of cultural
obstacles; absence or narrow-mindedness of clear legislation towards the providing of transnational
educational services, and norms of their quality provision; absence of criteria of the higher
education systems and programs comparison. However, with the deepening of educational area
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internationalization and globalization as the objective historical processes, the gradual removal of

the noted barriers and transnational education development speeding up can be expected.
